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News from our Nurse:

It's probably making you squirm just thinking about it — your child comes home from school scratching his head. He has lice.
It's every parent’s nightmare, but it is important to remember that head lice is a nuisance, not a serious disease or a sign of
poor hygiene.

Most cases of head lice are acquired outside of school. If a student is found to have live lice or nits at school, children can
finish the school day, be treated, and return to school.

Unless resistance has been seen in the community, parents should consider using over-the-counter medications containing 1
percent permethrin or pyrethrins as a first choice of treatment for active lice infestations. The best way to interrupt a chronic
lice problem is with regular checks by parents and early treatment with a safe, affordable, over-the-counter
pediculicide. After applying the product according to the manufacturer’s instructions, parents should follow with nit
removal and wet combing. The treatment should be reapplied at day 9, and if needed, at day 18.

In areas with known resistance to an over-the-counter pediculicide, or when parents' efforts on their own do not work, parents
should involve their pediatrician for treatment with a prescription medication such as spinosad or topical ivermectin. These are

new medications that were introduced since the last time the AAP published recommendations on head lice in 2010.

:fer is valid for grades 10-12.
